We have closed out our contract with EcoLogic, which was a very helpful part of getting the 9E Plan done.  We hope to make any final changes and get approval within the next couple of months.

Co-chair Lightfoote asked for a motion to go into executive session for the purpose of discussing the potential appointment of a particular person.  Mayor LeClair made the motion to go into executive session, seconded by  Marty Aman.

Motion was made by Supervisor Adam to exit executive session, seconded by Mayor Palumbo.  Motion was made by Mayor LeClair to hire Evan Helming as a Research Aide, seconded by Supervisor Adam.  Carried
