Co-chair Green asked for an update on the 9E approval process.  Kevin reviewed that they a final 9E Plan was submitted to DEC and that we were awaiting formal approval.  We have closed out our contract with EcoLogic, which was a very helpful part of getting the 9E Plan done.  
Co-Chair Green asked Kevin to review the flooding issues that have occurred this summer.  Kevin went through a brief overview of the major areas that have flooded on multiple occasions this summer including the devasting July 9th storm event along with the June 12th, July 1st, July 3rd events.  He is working with the affected communities on next steps including FEMA funding.
Co-Chair Green asked Kevin to highlight any items in the Manager/Technicians Report- Kevin stated that the 9E Plan and flooding issues dominated his time over the last two months.

There being no other business, motion was made by Supervisor Namestnik to adjourn until October 4th, 2023, at 3:30, seconded by Supervisor Hicks.  Motion to adjourn carried.
