The meeting was called to order at 4:30 by Co-chair Lightfoote. 
Co-chair Lightfoote asked for approval of the December 7, 2022 minutes. Motion was made by Supervisor Hicks to approve the December 7, 2022 minutes, seconded by Supervisor Adam.  Motion carried.

Co-chair Lightfoote asked if anyone wanted privilege of the floor to speak to the Watershed Council. Co-chair Lightfoote recognized Councilman Salotto.  Councilman Salotto asked about grants to pave roads to improve reduce erosion coming from roads like Parish Hill Road.  Watershed Council members mentioned CHIPS funding.  Kevin mentioned that there is upcoming funding in the July CFA.  We can look at opportunities when the grant announcement comes out.  
Mayor Palumbo reviewed the Treasurer’s Report totaling $561.00. Mayor Palumbo made the motion to approve the bills totaling $561.00, seconded by Supervisor Simpson. Motion carried.  
Co-chair Lightfoote introduced Professor Patty Thompson of FLCC and to provide her presentation on the 2022 Lake Monitoring program.  Patty provided a slide show that reviewed the results of the 2022 lake monitoring program and the long term lake trends.  The presentation is attached to the minutes and on the Watershed Council website.
Co-chair Lightfoote asked Kevin to review the Draft Nine Element Watershed Plan for Phosphorus status and upcoming public presentation.    The Draft 9E Plan has been submitted to DEC for formal review. Kevin met with the Association to review the 9E Plan and answered questions for a 2 hour period.  Kevin also met with SWCD from both Yates and Ontario County to review the action items and overall plan.  Looking to have our second public meeting in late February/early March.  Looking to complete process and have the plan approved by DEC in the May/June timeframe.  Kevin reminded the Watershed Council that grant applications through the DEC will receive more points if there is a 9E Plan in place and approved by the DEC.
Co-chair Lightfoote asked Kevin to review the status of the Sustainable Winter Roads Pilot Program Management grant.

Kevin reviewed the highlights of progress including: 
· Working with the three municipalities Town/City of Canandaigua and Gorham to implement pilot program
· Submitted first reimbursement request

· Live edge plows working well- some issues in City- getting resolved

· Gorham switching to better software system

· City purchased a brine applicator

· Cornell Local Roads Program Involvement starting in late February

· Presentation tomorrow night by Bruce Gilman- Kevin will be there to summarize the grant program to date

Co-chair Lightfoote asked Kevin to provide an update on the Docks and Moorings Law.  Kevin briefly reviewed the highlighted changes for boat slip density per lineal feet of shoreline, definition changes to improve clarity and uniformity.  Kevin also reviewed the concept of hiring retired Senior Planner Maria Rudzinski on a part time basis to help complete the revisions and adoption process with the municipalities and NYS.  

Co-chair asked if there were any questions on the Manager/Technican’s report.  No questions were raised.

There being no other business, motion was made by Supervisor Marshall to adjourn until April 5th, 2023, seconded by Supervisor Namestnik.  Motion carried.
